In addition to the provision of comprehensive psychiatric treatment and rehabilitation services, it has

The core service of the hospital consists mainly of secondary and tertiary prevention strategies, but it
has becoming increasingly apparent that primary prevention strategies to increase positive mental
health are also an important integral part of a comprehensive mental health service.

2002.

Since the establishment of the Institute, we have organised and participated in nearly 500 mental health
educational activities. Over 100 multi-media education publications have been produced. Both the
“Defeat Depression Project” and the care for the carer “Project SEPAL” have enhanced better education

and positive community knowledge on mental health.

A fund-raising concert was held in 2003 and a fund-raising flag day was held in 2005 to raise funds

for supporting our meaningful works.

Future Development

The Institute of Mental Health strives to promote better community mental health through conducting
related educational activities and research, and to enhance the knowledge of the mental health
professionals and partnership with other community agencies. The Institute needs community support,

resources and sponsorship to achieve our work on promoting community mental health.
